The women of the world impress us with their hard work and endurance , their patience
and humanity, but also their perseverance and optimism in the face of difficulties, poverty
and discrimination.

In a world where half the earth's population lives on less than 55 euros a month, women
are affected more by poverty and carry an unequal share of the burden of work both
inside and outside the home. And despite progress made towards equality, women still
do not have the same opportunities in education and work, receive less pay, and are
frequently victims of violence and exploitation.

Poverty and discrimination have no borders, though their degree varies from country

to country. In China, the second largest economy in the world after the USA, the gap
between the pay of women and men is increasing, and 12% of the population still lives
in poverty. In Zimbabwe, the poorest country in the world, unemployment has reached
95% and a woman's life expectancy is just 44 years.

The women photographed are all courageous and admirable. These pictures are only
momentary glimpses into their lives, just touching a small part of their reality. | hope that
they will help us be more aware of the problems around us and make us seek solutions.

Kiki Tsakiri is an economist, graduate of the University of Frankfurt
and mother of three children. She lives with her family in the village

of Archipolis, on the island of Rhodes in Greece. She suffers from ALS
(Amyotrophic Lateral Sclerosis) which has caused her total paralysis.

She communicates through an Eyewriter machine which allows her to
operate a computer using the movement of her eyes. She has undergone
tracheotomy and gastrostomy, is permanently in a wheelchair, and is
intubated and breathes through a life support machine. She needs
nursing care on a 24-hr basis, whose cost is not covered by the Greek
national health system and she has to raise the money herself in order

to continue living. Kiki has worked in the EU European Commission's

Dir. Gen. for the Environment, the Municipality of Rhodes and the Region
of the Southern Aegean, and was a specialist in the EU's Social Fund.
Despite being 100% disabled, she continues to be active, through the
internet, on issues of quality of life, environment, equality and local
community development.

Deep
poverty, defined as the % of population living on less than $1 a day, has
declined significantly in Vietnam, where 74% of the women particpate in the

labour market - one of the highest rates in the world.

With 1 in 10 of the population living with HIV, Zimbabwe is also
experiencing one of the worst AIDS epidemics in the world. 60% of adults affected
are women. 77% off the 15-24 age group with HIV are women too.
